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Unanimous Unilateral Declaration of Independence of the three Provinces in Conference
On this day, the twenty-seventh of December two-thousand and four in the year of our lord, the people of the three wards of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, Atherstone, Chelford and Drake proclaim their independence form the state afore mentioned, and hereby do proclaim the Grand Czardom of Cyrenia, which does consist of the three Provinces.
      For it is shown that these people, resolute over the course of history, have many upon a time strived to forge a national identity, and have many a time toiled to keep peace, and have also often been thwarted, therefore it is the common goal of these persons to achieve what has been snatched from them. In doing so, as human history has shown many an occasion, it has become necessary to severe the political ties and links that have kept us bound so tightly and unjustly. 

       It is our belief that whenever a form of government collapses, or begins to fail and oppress the people then it is the due right of those people to alter or abolish the government, or institute a new one, and lay down foundations to the principles and organization that it shall run on, so that it may ensure their safety and happiness.

   And it is our opinion that the present government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is failing, and will continue to fail, as it constantly oppresses the people’s wish for their national identity, and in doing so violating fundamental rights. It is a known fact that the history of the current Prime Minister Anthony Charles Lynton Blair is one of corruption and usurpation, and to prove this let these known facts be submitted to the world:-

   He has time and time again refused to grant recognition of independence of Cyrenia through calm negotiations, failing to even respond to our initial enquiries

  He has supported one George W. Bush, the evil tyrant currently in control of the United States of America through its Presidency, especially by sending militia to the Republic of Iraq for an invalid cause against several United Nations Resolutions.

He has repeatedly endeavoured to impose the validity of the Iraqi conflict to the point where one member of the British public was driven to suicide after governmental bullying over a report on the non-existent weapons of mass destruction that caused the Iraqi conflict that he published which supported the case for there being no weapons. 

He has been found guilty of committing nineteen separate war crimes by the International War Crimes Tribunal, and the charges do include using depleted uranium, cluster bombs and other prohibited weaponry, and killing and injuring a defenceless population throughout the Former Yugoslavia. 

He has violated the United Nations Charter, the Geneva Convention, the Hague Convention and the International Criminal Court’s Statute.

It is for these reasons, that a new state must be formed. Therefore, in the name of freedom, we hereby do proclaim the establishment of the Grand Czardom of Cyrenia, the state of Cyrenians wherever they may be, in our Cyrenian territory, with the three former wards made anew Provinces, Alderley, Atherstone, and North Plymouth, with its capital Weitakerbuurg. The state is for them to enjoy in it their collective national and cultural identity, theirs to pursue in equality of rights. In it will be safeguarded their political and religious convictions and their human dignity by means of a monarchical and parliamentary democratic system of governance, itself based on freedom of expression and the freedom to form parties. The rights of minorities will duly be respected by the majority, as minorities must abide by decisions of the majority. Governance will be based on principles of social justice, equality and non-discrimination in public rights of men or women, on grounds of race, religion, colour or sex, and the aegis of a constitution which ensures the rule of law and an independent judiciary. Thus shall these principles allow no departure from Cyrenia's age-old spiritual and civilizational heritage of tolerance and religious coëxistence. The Grand Czardom of Cyrenia proclaims its commitment to the principles and purposes of the United Nations, and to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. It proclaims its commitment as well to the principles and policies of the Non-Aligned Movement. 

It further announces itself to be a peace-loving State, in adherence to the principles of peaceful coëxistence. It will join with all states and peoples in order to assure a permanent peace based upon justice and the respect of rights so that humanity's potential for well-being may be assured, an earnest competition for excellence may be maintained, and in which confidence in the future will eliminate fear for those who are just and for whom justice is the only recourse. 

In the context of its struggle for peace in the land of Love and Peace, the Grand Czardom of Cyrenia calls upon the United Nations to bear special responsibility for the Cyrenian people and its homeland. It calls upon all peace-and freedom-loving peoples and states to assist it in the attainment of its objectives, to provide it with security, and to alleviate the tragedy of its people. Grand Czardom of Cyrenia herewith declares that it believes in the settlement of regional and international disputes by peaceful means, in accordance with the U.N. Charter and resolutions. With prejudice to its natural right to defend its territorial integrity and independence, it therefore rejects the threat or use of force, violence and terrorism against its territorial integrity or political independence, as it also rejects their use against territorial integrity of other states. 
        It is the belief that procrastination and delay strike at and injure the very life of the nation, the Government of Cyrenia consider it essential that Cyrenia should attain, without delay, sovereign independence, the justice of which is beyond question.

We, the representatives of the three Provinces and central government, in Conference, therefore on this day, the twenty-seventh of December two-thousand-and-four in the year of our lord, see upon us a new dawn, with great Cyrenia prospering, and all well, and we, assembled here, in the name of the people of Cyrenia, hereby solemnly disavow all allegiance to the United Kingdom, and dissolve all political connexions with the British C rown, an now have full authority to wage war, conclude peace, and take part in all other things that are the right of independent states. 
Therefore, we call upon our great people to rally to the banner of Cyrenia, in the name of freedom, honour, and life, to cherish and defend it, so that it may forever be the symbol of freedom and dignity in our homeland, which is a homeland for the free, now and always.
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
